OCTOBER 17, 2016

Regular meeting of the Borough Council, Borough of
Berwick, Pennsylvania was held Monday October 17,
2016 at 7:00PM; in City Hall. Present at this
meeting was President of Council Alvin Hill
presiding and Council Members Scott Bower (VP),
Jay Jarrett, Andrew Shecktor, Travis Petty, Joanne
Huntington and Mayor Tim Burke.

Councilman Jim Meighan, solicitor Attorney Frank
Kepner, and the engineer were absent.

Also present were Borough Manager Debra Force, the
, Police Chief Ken Strish, DPW Foreman Jack Kyttle,
Codes Officer Greg Harkins and Fire Chief Bill
Coolbaugh, and Press Enterprise reporter Susan
Swartz.

A prayer and The Pledge of Allegiance was said.
Motion to approve the agenda was made by Councilman
Andrew Shecktor, seconded by Councilman Scott

PERSONAL APPEALS:

Gene Boone, President of the Fireman’s Relief
Association and Captain of Ranger Hose. Here to
address Council and let them know what they have
done over the last four years as there has been a
misconception that the fund has a lot of money,
isn’t spending much or doesn’t do much. So wants to
give an over view of what they have done. The
Rescue Unit has been paid off as of last year with
Council’s help of $75,000.00. New Cascade System to
help fill air bottles ($19,000.00). Over

$40,000.00 spent on turn out gear amongst the 5
stations. Purchased air packs for every piece of
apparatus at a cost of $310,000.00 ($33,000.00 left
to pay off). To date $80,000.00 spent on training
reimbursement. Two Hydro Values ($4,600.00 apiece).
Rolling rack system for safety reasons at a cost of



$5,000.00. Reliance bought a trailer to haul the
rolling rack system and we helped. Training door
purchased. Fireman’s Relief is here to work with
Council and we hope in the future we can sit down
and talk about it first. Fireman relief was
originally started to pay death benefits. Today we
have a $1,500.00 allotment that is given to
family/estate of deceased members.

Council President Alvin Hill thanked Fireman’s
Relief for all they do for the community and
apologized for any misunderstanding with the
request for help with the new fire engine purchase.
He asked Mr. Boone some questions about turn out
gear being transferable. Mr. Boone said all
companies are doing an inventory and will report
back of any gear that is not being used. Mr. Hill
asked him to make sure that fireman can take their
gear with them if they transfer to another fire
department because gear is fitted to each
individual.

Mr. Hill then asked how much is spent yearly on
training? Mr. Boone said the $80,000.00 he talked
about is over a 4-year period.

Last Mr. Hill explained to the residents in
attendance that although Council gives a yearly
check to Fireman’s Relief the money comes from
Insurance Companies that must pay a % of insurance
policies written to the State who in turn give that
money to the County and the funds are then given to
the borough. Mr. Boone said that they have
$51,000.00 in available funds and about 3 million
in stocks. He went on to say the Fireman’s Relief
originally started to pay a death benefit to
deceased members. When asked how many are on the
rolls it was stated close to 1,000 in active and
non—-active members. Death benefit is $1,500.00.

Gordy Bilby stood to ask Council how they were
going to handle the dog park that is going in
across from his property. Council President Hill
said that the property was given to the Pool
Authority and is in Briar Creek Borough. Mr. Bilby
said when he goes to Briar Creek Borough they tell
him it is Berwick borough. Mr. Hill absolutely not.
Mr. Hill pointed out that Jim Long was in the
audience and he agreed it is in Briar Creek
Borough. Mr. Bilby said they point the finger at
Berwick and Berwick is pointing the finger at Briar

Creek. Mr. Hill said there are 2 council members in
the audience right now. Mr. Long and Mr. Bruce
Michaels that have both agreed the property is in
their borough.

Discussion: Floor was open to nominations. Councilman
Shecktor nominated Larry Surkin.

Discussion: The Solicitor has brought to Council that two of
the applicants cannot be considered because of the HATCH ACT
that disqualifies them due to working for the government. The
two are Sandy Hampton and Kimmi Cooke. Councilman Hill said
he did not agree with that. Councilman Petty said to vote
however you feel and we can deal with the ramifications
later. The list of candidates was read into the minutes as
follows: Sue Yonkers, Cindy Sweppenheiser, Sandy Hampton,
Sara Gardner, AD George, Kimmi Cooke, Alan Grove (who was
sick and could not make the interview), Larry Surkin and
Nelson Learn.

Motion to nominate Larry Surkin was made by Councilman
Shecktor. No other nominations were made. Motion by
Councilman Shecktor to close the nominations.

All in favor of Larry Surkin to fill the remaining term of
Jim Meighan. All ayes. Motion passes.

3. Consider and take action upon directing Borough Manager Force to
advertise for loan bids for the Ranger’s Fire Engine via public
announcement and letters.

Discussion: A letter was received by the Fireman Board
pledging $100,000.00 towards the purchase of the fire
engine. We will still need a letter from Fireman’s Relief
stating such.

Motion to approve was made by Councilman Shecktor,
seconded by Councilman Bower. All ayes, one opposed
(Councilwoman Huntington). Motion passes.

4. Consider and take action upon directing Borough Manager Force
to work with the Borough’s Auditors, J.H. Williams and Prime
Business Advantage Bookkeeping to conduct an audit on Defender
Fire Company.

Discussion: Councilman Petty asked if there was an estimate
of what this will cost. Borough Manager Debra Force said
that it was hard to estimate; it could run between $3,000.00
- 357,000.00. Council President Hill said this comes out of
the fire budget. Fire Chief Coolbaugh said Tim Deitrich said
that after the sale of the building the money will be repaid
to the borough.




Motion to approve was made by Councilman Bower and seconded
by Councilwoman Huntington. All ayes, motion passes.
